And the question before us today is clear: Will 
we send?

The Apostle Paul asked a question in Romans 10 that still defines this moment: 

"How can they call on him to save them unless they believe in him? And how can they believe in 
him if they have never heard about him? And how can they hear about him unless someone 
tells them? And how will anyone go and tell them without being sent?" 

Today, we send.
